As per the relevant
provisions of the Rajiv Gandhi University Act, 2006 and the RGU Examination Ordinance relating to Disciplinary
control / punishment for indiscipline / disorderly conduct /act, use of unfair means/practices , and
prohibited/unlawful acts during examination process (Under Section 6(ii), 31(g), 37 of Rajiv Gandhi University Act,
2006 read with Statute 30(4)), strict punitive measures shall be imposed on any examinee found involved in
dishonest practices, possession of prohibited materials, disorderly behavior, or any other act that violates the
sanctity of examinations as per Clause-6 of the said Ordinance.
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All examinees are hereby strictly advised to abstain from any form of unfair means. Students must
maintain discipline and uphold academic integrity throughout the examination process, as RGU follows zero
tolerance against the use of unfair means. Any violation will invite immediate action as per the rules in force.
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Further, all Coordinators, Centre Superintendents, and Dy. Centre Superintendents of the respective
Departments/Colleges/Institutes are directed to ensure strict monitoring and frisking at the entry point of
examination halls to prevent the use of unfair means.
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All students are urged to cooperate and contribute to conducting examinations in a fair and transparent
manner.
